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First Aid, Medication & Sickness Policy

First Aid

We aim for all members of staff to have a current First Aid Certificate relevant to infants and young children. We have recently achieved Millies Mark for Paediatric First Aid trained practitioners.
Our First Aid Kit:

· Complies with the Health & Safety (First Aid) Regulations 1981

· Is regularly checked by a designated member of staff and re-stocked as necessary.

· Is easily accessible to adults.

· Is kept out of the reach of children.

At the time of admission to the Nursery, Parent’s written permission for emergency medical advice or treatment is sought. Parents sign their written approval.

Our accident forms

· Are kept safely and accessible

· All staff know where they are and how to complete them

· A copy is kept in the office and one copy given to parents.

Ofsted are notified of any injury requiring treatment by a GP or hospital treatment to a child, parent, volunteer or visitor is reported to the Local Office of the Health & Safety Executive.

We meet the legal requirements for the safety of our employees by complying with RIDDOR (The Reporting of Injury, Disease & Dangerous Occurrence’s Regulations). We report to the Local Office of the Health & Safety Executive.

· Any accident involving a member of staff requiring treatment by a GP or hospital.

· Any dangerous occurrence’s (I.e. an event which does not cause and accident but could have done)

Medication

Any prescribed medication will be administered by an appropriate staff member, only after written and signed consent of a parent/carer on a medication form. This form is then handed in the office after being signed by two members of staff and the parent.

Taking into consideration ethnic/social/religious beliefs and backgrounds we would administer medicines to children if appropriate with the above procedure in place.

All medications are stored in a safe and relevant place.

If the administration of prescribed medication requires medical knowledge, individual training is provided for the relevant members of staff by a health professional.

Our staff will always monitor and assess a child’s well-being before and after the administering of any signed for medication.

Sickness

Our policy for the exclusion of children is discussed with parents. This includes procedures for contacting parents, or other authorised adults, if a child becomes ill at nursery.

Guidelines on sickness in the Nursery have been provided by our local GP but we ask parents to seed advice from their own doctor.

Chickenpox- there is usually a 7 to 10-day isolation period, but not less than 5 days after the last spots appear.

Eye Infections- Can be at nursery if they are being treated.

Tummy Viruses- Children should not attend Nursery until they have had a clear 48-hour period free from any symptoms.

Ofsted will be notified of any infectious diseases which fall under the guidance of infection control guidelines. 
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
